Designed and manufactured in Faresin – Haulotte plant located in Thiene (Italy), 6 telehandlers are offered : FH 7-30, FH 7-35, FH 9-30, FH 14-35, FH 17-30 and FH 17-40.
Up to 4 tons lifting capacities and up to 17 m (55 ft 9 in) lift height, the FH telehandlers, can be quickly equipped (quick coupler) with : forks, buckets with or without teeth, mixing buckets, hooks, winch, truss jib with or without winch and remote controlled baskets for 2 persons.  

They offer excellent maneuverability, high working autonomy and numerous operational features :

( Outstanding lift performance 

Most of the range feature the maximum capacity at the maximum height.  

Moreover, efficient stabilizers on the following models FH 14-35, FH 17-30 and FH 17-40 enhance stability and enable to maintain maximum capacity at top height.

( Significant maximum outreaches
According to the model, the maximum outreach of the FH handlers goes from 4 m to 13m.  

( Ergonomic and spacious cabin for improved working conditions
A special attention has been focused to the cabin design.  The user has a continuous 360°sight thanks to the cabin mainly made of glasses.  The position of the cabin is also higher to increase the operator’s sight.  In ROPS-FOPS compliance, the cabin is equipped with a driver safety system, ergonomic seat with arm rests, heating system, rear window defroster, windshield wipers and complete dashboard.   All these benefits have been thought to improve operator working conditions.

( Soft, simultaneous and proportional movements

To keep improving the user's comfort and driving, all the range is equipped with a multifunctional joystick optimising all the movements.

The boom is guided by chains meaning less weight on the boom and increased lift capacity and stability.
