With a very low 750kg (1,655lb) weight, the Star 6 can be easily transported  (with a fork-lift truck) on a trailer or in a van.

· Easy to use and functional

The completely new design allows the operator to take with him all tools for any maintenance works.

The removable control box can be connected to the chassis.  Thus, the operator can drive the machine from the ground.

· A high manoeuvrability 

Thanks to hydraulic proportional controls, all the movements are precise and totally under the operator's control. The tight turning radius allows maximum manoeuvrability and easier access to the most difficult working areas.

· High autonomy

Provided with battery power, the Star 6 features the latest technological advances and have long working cycles.

It is also equipped with non marking tyres as standard and offers the possibility to drive at full height.
